People who are sick with the Coronavirus may: 
 
 

have a cough 
 
 

have a high temperature

If you have these symptoms, you must: 
 
 

Tell your family and support workers 
very quickly.

The person you speak to will tell you 
what you need to do next. 
They may tell you to stay at home and 
not be near other people for a number 
of days. This is called self-isolation. 
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
